From the desk of the Executive 
Director 
You may think that at this time of year, 
the CTF National Office doesn’t have 
much to do.  That couldn’t be farther 
from the truth.  This is the time of year 
when we prepare all of the documents 
for the league kits, including forms, 
rulebooks, etc.  We anticipate that league 
kits will be sent to local associations by 
the third week of July. 

Believe it or not, we are still processing 
2009-2010 winter league honour score 
award applications and memberships.   

The 2010 Annual General Meeting was 
held in Laval, QC in April, in 
conjunction with the Canadian Mixed 
Championships.  Thank you to the 
Greater Montreal Tenpin Bowling 
Association for hosting both of these 
events. 

Membership Dues Increase 

At the Annual General Meeting, the CTF 
Board announced a national dues 
increase, and set new limits on local and 
provincial dues. Effective August 1, 
2010, the new dues structure is as 
follows:  

National Dues (paid to CTF)         $20.00 

Provincial Dues not to exceed          3.00  

Local Dues not to exceed                 7.00 

Total maximum dues payable      $30.00 
 $30.00  

Please note that while maximum 
local/provincial dues are shown, this 
doesn’t mean that they have to charge 
this amount.  In fact, several local and 
provincial associations do not charge the 

maximum amount and if they are not 
doing so at this time, the CTF Board sees 
no reason why they would do so now.  

CTF has been running at a deficit for the 
past 6 years.  The original national fees 
of $12 was based on what the CTF 
Board at the time thought would cover 
award costs, membership costs and 
administration costs, which were based 
in part, on figures provided by the then 
ABC/WIBC. After the first year of 
operation, the CTF Board quickly 
learned that this forecast was too low.  

In its 3rd and 4th years of operation, 
CTF discovered a disturbing trend that 
continues today. While membership 
numbers are declining, the number of 
awards given out has skyrocketed.  This 
increase contributed to a significant 
portion of membership dues being spent 
on awards costs, rather than other 
programs.  

During this time, CTF made the decision 
to borrow money to offset the growing 
deficit. CTF developed a repayment 
plan; however, with awards and other 
costs continually going up, it was not 
able to repay the principal to date.  

The loan has to be repaid and several 
cost cutting measures have been and will 
be put in place.   Some of the cost 
cutting measures were: (i) 
implementation of the once-in-a-lifetime 
300 game and 800 series awards, has 
already taken place; (ii) the $2,000 per 
province scholarship payment for the 
former Youth Pepsi Tournament has 
been suspended; (iii)  using web-based 
meetings rather than face-to-face 
meetings; (iv) at the CTF National 
Office, all salaries have been frozen; 
employer pension contributions have 
been reduced by 40%; anticipated 
hardware and equipment purchases will 
not take place unless an emergency 
arises; and new, less expensive contracts 

for long distance, point of sale machines, 
courier fees, etc. have been negotiated.  

A new national fundraising program will 
be announced at the beginning of the 
bowling season. Under this optional 
program, the profits will be split equally 
among the selling parties and CTF.  

There are many costs that are beyond 
CTF’s control, such as postage and 
freight; printing and publishing; and of 
course, award costs; however, even with 
the cost-cutting measures taking place, 
the CTF Board felt that a further dues 
increase was warranted.  

AWARDS The CTF Board has 
determined that there are several 
“duplicate” awards being presented and 
has approved discontinuing such 
duplicates.  The discontinued “duplicate” 
awards are:  

100 Pins Over Average = already 
receives a watch  
295, 296, 297 game pins = already 
receives 11 in a row plaque  
298, 299 game pins = already receives a 
plaque  
300 game pin = already receives a ring, 
plaque, upgrade, etc.  
800 series pin = already receives a ring, 
plaque, upgrade, etc.  

The Board has also determined that the 
75 Pins over Average crest for adults 
should be eliminated; however, for the 
upcoming season, it will be available for 
our youth bowlers. 

The Seniors 50 Pins over Average award 
now has an average cap of 160 or less.  
 
The CTF National Office hopes 
everyone has a wonderful and safe 
summer and looks forward to working 
with and for you in the 2010-2011

96 (60 men, 36 women) of the top 
bowlers in Canada, competed at the 
Canadian National Championships, for 
the right to wear the ‘red and white’ at 
international events in 2011.
